Commercial salmon fishing with drift gillnets will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. on Friday,
June 26, and Saturday, June 27, 2026, in State of Alaska waters of the Expanded Kasilof and
Anchor Point sections only, in the Central District.

Commercial salmon fishing with drift gillnets will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Monday,
June 29, and Thursday, July 2, 2026, in State of Alaska waters district wide, except for the Chinitna
Bay Subdistrict, in the Central District. Additionally, Commercial salmon fishing with drift gillnets
will be extended from 7:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. on Monday, June 29, and Thursday, July 2 in State
of Alaska waters of the Expanded Kasilof and Anchor Point sections only.

Additionally, per the Kenai River Late-run King Salmon Stock of Concern Management plan, drift
gillnet fishing is prohibited within 2-miles of the Kenai Peninsula shoreline.

As a Reminder: By regulation, commercial salmon fishing with set gillnet gear will be open in the
Northern District of Upper Cook Inlet from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. Monday, June 29, 2026.

Fishermen and processors are reminded of the legal requirement to report all commercially
harvested salmon on a fish ticket, whether sold or kept for personal use, using the correct statistical
fishing area or areas (5 AAC 39.130(c)(7)).

Please check with the appropriate federal agency regarding fishing in the Exclusive Economic
Zone (EEZ).
